Inadequate prenatal care (5 or fewer visits, first visit after 20 weeks)

Unexplained change in the continuity of prenatal care (i.e., late change in prenatal care provider



or birth hospital)

Previous diagnosis of HIV, hepatitis B or C

Previous child with FAS or alcohol-related birth defects

____
Previous DHS/Child Welfare involvement

____
History of incarceration or juvenile detention in either parent in the past 24 months

____
Unexplained neonatal depression, seizures, jitteriness, or signs suggestive of Neonatal Abstinence

Either parent shows physical signs of substance use or withdrawal (i.e., apparent needle tracks;



abundant nasal discharge not associated with allergies or a cold; marked dental caries; skin lesions



or other signs of poor physical health and hygiene)

Either parent has inappropriate behavior (i.e., disorientation, somnolence, loose associations,



irritability or unfocused anger)

Either parent smells of alcohol or chemicals
